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The Philosophy, Politics and Law degree offers a structured programme constructed out of those three disciplines, with a focus on Philosophy and one other and the relation between those two., ‘ 
HUM-PPL1 Admission
Admission to this degree requires 30 APS, as per the requirements of the School of Law.

To graduate with a BA or BSocSc (Philosophy, Politics and Law) students must 
(i) complete at least 128 credit points (8 semester courses) in Philosophy, 64 of those points being at level 300.
(ii) complete at least 64 credit points in either Politics or Legal Studies (or a combination of the two) at level 300.
(iii) complete at least 32 credit points in the third discipline.
(iv) Complete either ACCS110 OR ACCS 120 or equivalent, UNLESS WRITTEN PERMISSION FROM THE PROGRAMME CO-ORDINATOR NOT TO TAKE ONE OF THESE IS OBTAINED.
(v) complete PHIL203.(PMB) or PHIL205 (HC)
(vi) complete POLS 301 if they do any Politics modules at level 300.
(vii) complete LAWS 3JP if they do any Legal Studies modules at level 300.
(viii) Fulfil the general requirements of a BA or BSocSc degree.
